
Chet Lewis Gave a demonstration 
on how to turn trivets.  The first step 
is to figure out how to mount the 

Trivet blank  to your lathe with 4 
centers.   One in the center for side 
ñAò,  the other 3 centers must form 

an equal lateral triangle around that 
center, to cut side 
ñBò. Chet handed 

out plans to make 
your own jig.   If 

you build and use the jig, 

itôs just a matter mounting your round trivet 
blank inside the jig. Chet cut side ñAò first, with the rings cen-

tered, then did side ñBò, with the 3 offset rings.  Chet gave us 
each a template to use for cutting the more difficult side ñBò. 
With the jig it is a matter of lining up the blank with the line on 

the jig, and cutting a few circles equally spaced and then turn 
the blank 120 degrees and turn the next section, and one last 
time for the third set of circles. If you use two col-

ors of wood glued together as Chet recommends 
you will know when you hit 
the halfway point on each 

side. Once the circles are cut 
to the halfway point, you sand 
the outside. 

Finally after 
you have 
cut and 

sanded both sides, remove your 
trivet from the jig and you may 
need to trim some of the corners 

with a razor knife, and apply a 
finish.   
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Each meeting everyone in attendance is given an opportunity to show work other than the monthly challenge.  

Items in show and tell should meet the following guidelines. 

1. Something you made  out of wood even if it was not on a lathe. 

2. Something you crafted  using your lathe, but not necessarily out of wood, it could have been made out of 

acrylic, plastic, deer antlers etc.   

3. A specialized tool or jig you made or purchased for use in your 

workshop, you feel the members of the club would be interested in.  

If you present a show and tell item you will be entered in a drawing for a
