Monthly Challenge 
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One of the main goals of the Inland woodturners is to educate and inspire its members in the 

art of wood turning. Each month a member or a guestôs instructor will lead a presentation or a 

demonstration related to the art of wood turning. The following months challenge is loosely 

based on the presentation; all members of the club are challenged to take what they learned and 

use it. We realize everyone does not have the same tools and equipment; challenges are de-

signed with that in mind. If the demonstration is a full size platter and you only have a mini 

lathe, your challenge is to make a smaller platter using the same basic shape. If the challenge 

requires a special tool you do not own or want to own you may be able to take your project to 

another club memberôs workshop and/or borrow the needed tool. If you meet the monthly chal-

lenge, and present your challenge piece to the club at the next meeting, you will be entered in 

the drawing for a $25 gift certificate from Craft Supplies USA. If you meet all 12 Challenges 

for the year you will be eligible for the Ironman year end award, see page 7 for more details. 

Februaryôs challenge was Bowls and the challenge for March is spheres, eggs and tops.  

Wood turners who complete all 11 challenges for the year are automatically entered into the 

iron man drawing. We ended last yearôs Iron man competition with a record number of con-

tenders 9 artists have met each months challenge. Kicking off this year it appears that we have 

over 20 contenders.

Eric Wil-

liams used some myrtle to create his bowl. Richard 

Spencer shaped a block of maple into a bowl. Darryl 

Adams carved some walnut into the shape of a bowl  

Scott Fruchter  turned a bowl from maple, and a sec-

ond bowl he calls a ñdynamic wall 

thickness bowlò  made of redwood.   
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
