
Our favorite  provider of fine wood, Steve 

Dunn did a demonstration of how to make 

long stem goblets . He starts with a wood 

block 8 -10 inches long and 2 or more inches 

square. He recommends very dense wood  

with straight grain.  He turns it round,  cuts a 

tenon  in one end, then mounts it length 

wise into a chuck.  Then he starts shaping 

the top of the goblet, es-

pecially the inside bowl. 

Steve  explained when 

making a long stem goblet, you must complete it in 

steps, leaving the stem thick behind you to support 

your wood as you work toward the bottom. If you try 

to cut or sand the bowl after the stem is already the 

final shape, and size, itôs likely to snap. Once the stem 

starts to get thin he lightly supports the bowl end of 

the goblet with a live center in the tailstock covered 

with tissue paper. He explains the tailstock is there 

only to keep the goblet from quivering and breaking 

the stem, you do not want it tight against your goblet. 

After the goblet is it final shape and finished,  use the 

cut off tool to part off the bottom, making a slight inden-

tion in your goblet base so your goblet sits flat.   
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Each meeting everyone in attendance is given an opportunity to show work other than 

the monthly challenge.  Items in show and tell should meet the following guidelines. 

1. Something you made yourself out of wood even if it was not on a lathe. 

2. Something you crafted yourself using your lathe, but not necessarily out of wood, 

it could have been made out of acrylic, plastic, deer antlers etc.   

3. A specialized tool or jig you made or purchased for use in your workshop, you 

feel the members of the club would be interested in.

If 

the demonstration is a full size platter and you only have a mini lathe, your chal-

lenge is to make a smaller platter using the same basic shape. If the challenge re-

quires a special tool you do not own or want to own you may be able to take your 

project to another club memberôs workshop and/or borrow the needed tool. If you 

meet the monthly challenge, and present your challenge piece to the club at the next 

meeting, you will be entered in the drawing for a $25 gift certificate from Craft Sup-

plies USA. If you meet all 12 Challenges for the year you will be eligible for the 

Ironman year end award, see page 7 for more details. Juneôs challenge was Tops & 

Spheres, Julyôs challenge was Letter openers. Due to a last minute change to the 

June meeting,  both challenges were on display at the July meeting. 

One of the ways this club covers expenses is the monthly wood raffle. Members are 

encouraged to bring a chunk of wood or two for the raffle. Raffle tickets are a buck 

each or six for five dollars.
